This is when the Bonheur des Momes festival will be taking place and celebrating its 20th Anniversary too. Literally 

translated it means “Happiness of the Brats” and is a remarkable occasion with street entertainments, shows and 
spectacles, theatre workshops and a myriad of activities open to all kids – and much of it is free.  

 

It’s an amazing atmosphere and there are literally hundreds of children playing games and enjoying shows throughout 
the village centre; kids definitely rule for this week. The traffic is stopped and the centre of the village turned over to a 

big playground surrounded by the selection of circus and performing arts tents. A unique experience for sure. 
 

The Friday finale provides a firework display like no other. An artistic show featuring special effects, larger than life 
characters and music is capped off with a firework display which takes place all around you – completely filling the sky.

Alpine Thrills Family Adventures - Summer 2011 
 

Each day has been designed to feature one main activity session which would typically take around 2.5 – 3 hours. This 

activity will be fully supported by the Karibuni team and usually includes guiding or tuition by a local guide or instructor. 
The rest of the day will then give you a choice of activities or pastimes to be enjoyed in the various great locations in our 

region. We provide all transport and logistical support to help you get the most of this “free time” and can suggest our 
favourite activities suitable for kids. However, during this time you would be responsible for looking after the kids, making 

any bookings etc. We will always offer transport back at the end of the day. 

Each activity day will typically start at 09:30 and finish around 16:30.

Afternoon activity – into Annecy town centre to explore the town or lake – options for pedalos, lake shore 
beaches and swimming etc. 
 
 

Tuesday 
Morning activity - Archery Session in Grand Bornand – plus time for a swim, tennis etc 

Afternoon activity – Rock climbing session. 
 
 

Wednesday 

Morning activity – explore Grand Bornand traditional market and the village 
Afternoon activity - Telecabine up the mountain for a guided walk. Early evening time to explore la 

Clusaz and possibly the summer luge. 
 
 

Thursday 

Morning activity - cycling along lake Annecy cycle path with lunch at a swimming beach  
Afternoon activity – drive to Gorges de Fier or to Col de Forclaz (adults can paraglide!) 
 
 

Friday 
Morning activity - drive to Grand Massif and walk up Gorge de Tines  

Afternoon activity - white water rafting session 
 

For the final evening we will enjoy a Barbeque Dinner.
